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	5.12.04 Following acceptance by DESIGNER of final shaping, CONTRACTOR shall have all areas to be grasses thoroughly scarified and loosened by dicing, harrowing or other suitable means to a depth of six inches (6”) prior to finish grading (if necessary...
	5.12.05 Tillage shall be accomplished under proper soil conditions.  DESIGNER may at his discretion request that the tilling operation be delayed or postponed during severe drought, excessive soil moisture, or other unsatisfactory soil conditions.  Al...
	5.12.06 All stones, sticks, brush, roots, and other debris, which might interfere with the formation of seed bed, impair planting, or create future golf course maintenance problems shall be removed from the soil.  All stone larger than ¾ inch in diame...
	5.12.07 Areas to be planted shall be graded and floated to provide complete surface drainage of not less than three (3%) percent, unless noted below.  CONTRACTOR shall pay special attention to eliminate all water holding pockets and depressions.  Fini...
